The purpose of the proposed undertaking is to construct and operate an up to
176 megawatt (MW) wind power project with up to 28 turbines and associated
infrastructure (i.e., access roads, substation, buildings, etc.) that will generate
renewable electricity to produce green hydrogen and ammonia for local use and
export. Each wind turbine will be approximately 221.7 metres to the tip of the
rotor blade and individually produce up to 8 MW. The Project is located near
the communities of Upper Afton, Merland, and New France in the Municipality
of the County of Antigonish, Antigonish County, and Upper Big Tracadie,
South Merland, and North Intervale in the Municipality of the District of
Guysborough, in Guysborough County, Nova Scotia. The Project intends to
begin construction in 2026 and is expected to be operational for 35 years.
